We are pleased you have a desire to make an application for a scholarship.  We in the Presbyterian Church believe education is important, and we are glad we can be a part of so many people's lives in this way.  We are the recipients of generous church members who have given so others may receive.  To be the recipient of a scholarship is a great privilege.


The scholarships offered at the First Presbyterian Church have become popular.  We cannot promise that each person who applies will receive a scholarship; it would be an error to assume that a scholarship is a "given" because one is a church member. This form is for the Lyle & Ruth Cook Scholarship, Merlin & Ethyl Rufer Scholarship, the Living Scholarship, the Beulah and Leonard Nelson Scholarship, the Daniel A. Holmstrom Memorial Scholarship and the Van Gundy Family Scholarship.  It is the applicant's responsibility to be sure the form is complete.  There is a separate form for the Arthur E. & Virginia M. Sergeant Scholarship which must also be filled out in its entirety with all attachments.  Incomplete or improperly completed forms will not be considered!     


The Scholarship Committee has the difficult choice of selecting those who should receive the awards. There are many qualified applicants; the decision comes down to what you have filled out on the application form. 


The following is required to insure that your application will be considered for the various scholarships:
1. Be sure the application form is complete and legible.
2. Include all information requested.  This includes a biographical sketch, involvement in church, and church related activities while on campus and other pertinent information requested.  

3. A letter of recommendation is vitally important.  It gives the committee another viewpoint.

4. Include a transcript of grades.

5. Be sure to read over the application when completed.  Double check that it is complete.

6. Applications must be in the church office by April 1 (not postmarked April 1).

7. Applicants will not be notified of any errors in their submissions.  The applicant alone is responsible for the content of their application.

We hope to see your completed application in the near future.

The Merlin & Ethyl Rufer Scholarship Trust
A.
Awards may be for graduate school or advanced degrees as well as undergraduate college


work.

B.
Recipients must have a grade point average equal to or exceeding the student body average at their respective high school or college or have shown the ability to show progress academically.

C. 
A candidate who received a scholarship will be considered for aid in the following year but


must make an application and renewal is not guaranteed.

D.
The trust requires that recipients be members of First Presbyterian Church of Fort Dodge,


Iowa.

E. 
Grants will be for a full school year rather than a semester basis, but half will be paid for


each semester.

F. 
Participation in the life of the First Presbyterian Church or in another church while at


school or church related activities will be considered.

G.
The funds will be sent to the registrar of the recipient's college for disbursement to the


recipient.

H. The funds not used for any reason will be returned to the trust.

The Lyle & Ruth Cook Scholarship Trust

In 1997, the Cook Scholarship Trust was divided into six equal scholarships. The scholarship is awarded to graduating high school seniors. The Rufer Guidelines (above) apply except A, C, and E. The funds will be distributed in August each year.

The Living Scholarship

This scholarship is set up for the purpose of generating moneys for our church's graduating seniors, as well church members already attending a four-year college, graduate school, master's program or vocational school.  Interest accumulated yearly will be disbursed among applicants as determined by the Scholarship Committee.
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The Beulah and Leonard Nelson Scholarship

This scholarship was given in memory of Beulah and Leonard Nelson to be given to a member of First Presbyterian Church for undergraduate studies.

The Daniel A. Holmstrom Memorial Scholarship

This scholarship was given in memory of Daniel A. Holmstrom, to be given to a high school graduate attending an accredited 4-year college or university.


The Van Gundy Family Scholarship


This scholarship was given by the Van Gundy family for students attending an accredited 2- or 4-year college or university; awards have occurred for a vocational education (e.g., nursing).  There is no age limit for the student.

The Arthur & Virginia Sergeant Scholarship Trust
Relevant information regarding this Scholarship is as follows:

1. The Scholarship shall be administered and the recipient decided upon by the Scholarship Committee of the First Presbyterian Church, Fort Dodge, Iowa with announcement made at an appropriate ceremony at the school from which the winner is selected.

2. Scholarship winner will be selected annually in April of each year based upon the following criteria:


a.
To any graduating high school senior from Fort Dodge Senior High School or St.

Edmonds High School, or to a graduating high school senior who is a current member on the active rolls of the First Presbyterian Church of Fort Dodge but whose high school may be other than in the City of Fort Dodge;


b. 
That the recipient be an entering freshman in any properly accredited two or four



year college;


c. 
That it is not simply an academic scholarship but open to any student who exhibits

during high school exceptional qualities even though he or she may be an "average" student academically;


d. 
The recipient may be a Presbyterian but, if he or she is not, the recipient have a



strong church relationship or exhibit high Christian or Judeo-Christian ideals;


e. 
The recipient be a well-rounded student with active involvement in school related

extracurricular activities such as athletics or music. In addition, consideration should also be given to the student's non-school involvement in community activities and service and display good citizenship in such endeavors;


f. 
Financial need is a factor in determining the recipient.

3. The funds of the Scholarship will be sent to the registrar of the recipient's college upon proof of enrollment for disbursement for the college expenses of the recipient. The scholarship will be for a full school year and paid in equal parts based upon the school's academic year i. e. semester or quarterly basis. Funds not used for any reason will be returned to the scholarship fund and a scholarship so awarded will lapse if the recipient:


a. 
Fails to enroll during the year in which the Scholarship is awarded in a course of

study meeting the criteria as a full time student in the accredited two or four year college;


b. 
Fails to continue such course of study.

4. The Scholarship Committee may make exceptions to the above e if the circumstances warrant. The recipient may be asked by the Committee to report periodically on their progress.

5. Application forms can be obtained either from school officials or the First Presbyterian Church, 1111 5th Avenue N., Fort Dodge, Iowa 50501. The application shall include letters of recommendation, one from the high school principal, a teacher or counselor, and one from a Minster or church/synagogue officer, on forms comprising part of the application. The application of each candidate must be turned in to the Scholarship Committee at the First Presbyterian Church on or before April 1, of each year.
